METHOD








RATIONALE





Medicare is beginning to assess penalties on hospitals that do not have a good readmission rate. Many believe nursing facilities will be the target of similar government imposed penalties for unnecessary re-hospitalizations.


Patients/residents would prefer not to be hospitalized unnecessarily. A focus on improved communication will improve quality of care/life outcomes.


Evidence shows better communication among caregivers reduces the need for readmission.
